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Merced PD Will be Enforcing Illegal 
Fireworks 

Fourth of July is just around the corner. The 
Merced PD would like to remind everyone about 
the consequences and dangers of fireworks. Only 
“safe and sane” fireworks are permitted in the 
city. In California, fireworks such as mortars, 
Roman candles, bottle rockets, and firecrackers 
are illegal. Citations that carry a fine of $1,000 
for the 1st offense, $1,500 for the 2nd offense, 
and $2,000 for subsequent offenses will be 
issued. 

The dangers of illegal fireworks include causing 
a fire, traumatizing pets, causing noise pollution 
for neighbors, triggers PTSD, injury, and death. 
We urge everyone to respect their neighbors and 
think before they light.

Merced at 1965 W. Olive Avenue. The subject site is generally located on 

the north side of Olive Avenue, 725 feet east of Highway 59. The General 

Plan Amendment would change the General Plan land use designation 
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from Commercial Office (CO) to Business Park (BP). The Site Utilization 

Plan Revision would change the land use designation within P-D #12 from 

Commercial Office to Self-Storage (Attachment D). The Site Plan Review 

Permit would allow the development of a self-storage facility with 

approximately 440 storage units, and a long-term boat and recreational 

vehicle parking facility with approximately 171 spaces. The Conditional 

Use Permit would allow a live/work unit for an onsite manager for the 

self-storage facility.
