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The recent theft of the Applegate Park Zoo sign was disappointing, but the overwhelming public
response has been a reminder of Merced’s sense of pride and community. Residents have
voiced their support for the zoo, shared encouragement, and even offered help in recovering the
sign. This response underscores why the City continues investing in projects and public spaces
that make Merced a great place to live, learn, raise families, start businesses, and of course, visit
the zoo.

More than just a local attraction, the zoo is a place where families make memories, students
learn about wildlife, and visitors experience the heart of Merced. The strong community reaction
reaffirms that public spaces matter, and the City remains committed to enhancing parks,
recreational facilities, and other quality-of-life improvements.

As the investigation continues, the City is also reviewing security measures to help prevent future
incidents. More importantly, this moment highlights why ongoing investments in Merced are
essential—to create a city residents are proud to call home.
