e Containers are assigned by serial number. Writing
down this number can help if your container gets
mixed up with a neighbor. Please DO NOT paint or
mark the container.

o If an observed holiday falls on a weekday, refuse
service will be delayed one day starting with the

Items that are NOT accepted are:

e Household Hazardous Wastes such as car batteries,
pesticides, paints, or liquids of any kind.

e Flammable materials such as gas, oil, or hot ashes.
e Tires, concrete, or other large items.

e Electronic Waste such as TV, computers, monitors, or
other electronics.

e Occasionally rinsing the container out with a garden hose
over the lawn will help keep it clean and reduce the
chance of offensive odors from forming.
