 GUIDELINES 

We understand that recycling can 

be a challenge with so many         

different items that can be recycled,     

especially when the recycle symbol 

doesn’t always mean it’s on our      

approved recycling list.  

In an effort to increase the amount 

of waste material we recycle, which 

will help meet state mandates and 

keep more waste out of the landfill, 

we’ve gathered some helpful           

information about our comingled   

recycling program. 

Place recyclable materials in the blue   

container loosely, NOT bagged.  

The following items are accepted recyclable 

material for the City of Merced recycling/

blue container: 

 PAPER, cardboard and chipboard   

boxes 

 GLASS bottles and jars 

 METAL food cans and CA CRV cans 

 PLASTIC bottles, jars, jugs and CA   

CRV bottles 

All plastic bags go into your GRAY trash 

container or can be recycled at most major 

stores.
